The garden center holds various customer events, such as Jazz in the Garden, Art in the Garden, Bluegrass in the Garden, and Santa in the Garden. The events include food, music and family events.

In announcing the award, the Agribusiness Network acknowledged Boone Gardiner Garden Center for its support of more than 40 other Kentucky-based agribusinesses. It also commended the business for civic involvement, including the planting of flowers and plants along Eastern Parkway, in Cave Hill Cemetery, at the University of Louisville and at the Farmington historic home.
