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Louisville company nationally recognized for work on local projects

LOUISVILLE (August 5, 2010) - Howell & Howell Contractors, Inc., which specializes in commercial and industrial painting and coating, has received three national awards related to projects for Louisville Water Company and UPS.

Two of the awards are the result of the company's work to restore the Louisville Water Company's historic Water Tower.  The two-year re-painting and re-coating job (completed in the fall of 2009) earned Howell & Howell the top spot for "Historical Renovation" from Painting & Wallcovering Contractor (PWC) magazine in its inaugural "Green Awards."  During the project all the strippers, and masonry, metal and wood coatings used were green products.  In addition, no power tools were used; all the work was completed using hand tools, thus reducing the project's carbon footprint.

The second award stemming from that project comes from the Painting and Decorating Contractors of America as part of its 27th annual "Picture it 
Painted Professionally" awards.  Howell & Howell received the "Commercial Restoration Exterior" award for demonstrating "superior craftsmanship and skill" for the Louisville Water Company project.  Howell & Howell also won "PIPP" awards in 2004 and 2005.

"We're very honored to receive these awards for the Louisville Water Company project," said Denny Howell, President and CEO.  "It was truly a thrill for us to have the opportunity to restore such a historical icon for the community.  And we're especially happy to be recognized for being good stewards of the environment."

"Louisville Water Company has a 150-year history of quality and innovation," said Jim Brammell, Vice-President and Chief Engineer for Louisville Water. "The Water Tower is the corporate symbol for our company and we are committed to preserving this National Historic Landmark." 

 

The third award received by Howell & Howell is a safety award the company earned during a three-and-a-half year project to paint the structural steel and conveyors for the UPS Worldport expansion.  That project was completed in December 2009.  The annual Thomas J. Reynolds Awards, presented by The Association of Union Constructors, recognize excellence in construction safety and health.  Howell & Howell received a Certificate of Achievement for posting a DART (Days Away, Restricted or Transferred) rate at least 25 percent below the national average.  This is the third Thomas J. Reynolds award the company has won in the past four years.
