One Southern Indiana has received the 2009 Excellence in Economic Development Award from the International Economic Development Council.

The New Albany, Ind.-based chamber of commerce and economic development organization was named “Business Retention and Expansion Program of the Year” for programs active for three or more years and within a population range of 50,000 to 200,000.

Since July 2006, One Southern Indiana has helped Southern Indiana businesses secure $223 million in capital. During that time, businesses committed to add 4,909 jobs with a payroll of $170 million, according to a news release from the organization.
